Policy Resolution #1
 Funding and Support of Official SCNN Activities

Whereas Sister Cities of Newport News (SCNN) is a voluntary membership organization with a part time staff, and organized as a private 501 (c) (3) corporation;

And, whereas there is a need for the organization to plan events, visits, exchanges and other activities with enough lead time to ensure proper preparation for and marketing of the events, and notification of the membership and press;

And, whereas Article V, Section 5.1 Committees, of the SCNN Bylaws state that "Unless expressly authorized by the Board of Directors, no committee of the Corporation may spend more than one thousand ($1,000) during any fiscal year without prior approval by the Board of Directors";
Therefore now be it resolved, that to be an official Sister Cities activity and receive administrative and/or financial support, an activity must be formally approved by a vote of the SCNN Board of Directors.  The member or Director serving as the “chair” for the foreign city or particular activity must provide a written summary to the Board which should include a brief description of the event, function, visit, or exchange and a detailed budget of anticipated expenses.  The activity must relate directly to the stated goals of Sister Cities of Newport News, Inc. and fall into the parameters of activities listed below:
(75%) Visits to or hosting of visitors from participating cities for the purpose of cultural and educational exchange and interaction.

(15%) Public speaking, appearances, and demonstration about daily life in the participating cities.   These are intended to educate and inform the audiences of the unique aspects of differing cultures.

(10%) Hosting inter-cultural sporting events, art exhibitions, and other events.  This is designed to foster and promote interaction between the participating cities and provide an opportunity for a cultural exchange of information and ideas.

This resolution is approved by the SCNN Board of Directors at a meeting duly held October 13, 2005 and replaces Policy Resolution #1 dated February 5, 2002.
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
