Policy Resolution #3

Hosting Official SCNN Visits


Whereas Sister Cities of Newport News, Inc. (SCNN) is a voluntary membership organization with a part time staff, and organized as a non-profit 501 (c) (3) corporation;

And, whereas our mission is to enhance the quality of life available in the City of Newport New, by advancing its reputation as a leading city through cultural, educational and economic exchanges with other nations;
And, whereas there is a need to be financially accountable for the expenses of the organization; 
Therefore now be it resolved that,

All homestay host families must be “members in good standing” of SCNN, Inc.

And, furthermore resolved that,
All homestay host families (and their children) are invited to attend all tours and events offered during delegation visits.  Reservations are required at least two weeks prior to the delegations arrival.  Transportation is limited and not guaranteed (i.e. host may have to travel in their own cars and may incur parking expenses).  The cost of admissions and meals will be covered by SCNN.
And, furthermore resolved that,
All translators must be “members in good standing” of SCNN, Inc.

And, furthermore resolved that,
Level #1 Translators (translations between two parties) will be compensated at the rate of $10 per hour and Level #2 Translators (group translators) at the rate of $20 per hour.  Transportation will be provided with the group (translators may wish to use their own vehicles if they are not translating for a full day).  The cost of admissions and meals for translators will be covered by SCNN only on the days of service.  Any costs incurred on days when translators are not acting in an official capacity will not be covered by SCNN and should be paid directly or reimbursed to the organization.
And, furthermore resolved that;
All SCNN members in good standing (i.e. paid for the year) are invited to attend all tours and events offered during delegation visits.  Reservations are required at least two weeks prior to the delegations arrival.  Transportation is limited and not guaranteed (i.e. members may have to travel in their own cars and may incur parking expenses).  The cost of admissions and meals is to be paid directly or reimbursed to the organization.
