Policy Resolution #8
Banking Policies


Whereas the Bylaws of Sister Cities of Newport News, Inc. Article IX, Miscellaneous, Section 4, Books and Records states that,

The Corporation shall keep and maintain: (1) correct and complete books and records of accounts.
And, whereas an audit by the City of Newport News (#2023-01) conducted in 2022 found no irregularities but made the observation that Sister Cities is co-mingling Community Support Agency (CSA) grant funds and private donations,

And, whereas the auditors stated that while,

there is no documented restriction for purchasing alcohol with grant funds depicted within the grant agreement, we recommend separating the City grant revenue from other revenue, clearly distinguishing what source of revenue is being used to reimburse the purchase of alcohol. 

And, whereas the auditors suggest that Sister Cities,

consider reexamining processes of purchasing and consumption of alcohol during business/working meetings where decisions are being made that are essential for the effectiveness of the Sister Cities of Newport News.

Therefore, now be it resolved that Sister Cities shall deposit the CSA grant funds in the business checking account located at Langley Federal Credit Union (LFCU). The LFCU account shall remain the primary checking account. 
And furthermore, resolved that SCNN’s staff and volunteers are directed to ensure that no alcohol is purchased or reimbursed from the LFCU account but sourced out of  a secondary checking account currently located at Towne Bank.
And, furthermore resolved that beginning with the 2023 Annual Membership Meeting, SCNN shall adjust the meeting time or agenda to ensure that any reception including alcohol consumption occurs after the business portion of the meeting has concluded.
This resolution is approved by the SCNN Board of Directors at a meeting duly held   April 13, 2023.
